Family Tree Mouse Skills and Tips
1. Use your left click and hold down to move the pedigree tree page.
2. Hover your mouse over the pages to see new information pop up. This is true in the pedigree view to see additional family members like spouse and children. It is also true on each person’s page to see “edit relationships” of children and parents. On “edit the couple” you can add marriage events.
3. Click on anything that becomes blue and underlined. This will allow you to make edits, changes, delete mistakes, or to see who has made changes. You can view others email address when you click on their name.  Make sure you have allowed your email address to be seen by others in your settings. 
4. Click on a name and it will show you a summary card, then click on the name again or “person” to see their whole page. Notice each person has a personal identifier number (PID) under his or her name. There is one page for every record of each person in the website.  Our goal is to have only one page per person so every record and source and picture about them is on one page. You will need to check for duplicates in the tools box. FamilySearch.org also checks automatically for duplicates and will also add duplicates when they find new records.
5. Only add people in the family section to avoid getting them connected to the wrong person.  When you add a source from FamilySearch.org to an individual then they pre-fill in the blanks for you to add new people in your family who are also listed on the document. This is the easiest way to add more family members.  Make notes of information on the document image so you can go back to that person’s page to add additional information to their page after attaching the document. This will help you stay organized and to search for more documents from the :search records” link on their page.
6. Click on icons and they will tell you what they are and give you more info.
7. Check mark a “box” before you can see options to print, save, delete etc., which makes the options become blue and clickable instead of greyed out.
8. Everyone can change everything so you can click the star under the person’s name to “watch” a person’s page. Familysearch.org will email you weekly to alert you of any changes to the pages you have watched, if in your settings you have selected to receive these emails.
9. Keep a scratch paper and pen beside you to make notes of personal identifier numbers and other data you may need.
